For every phone sent in, the charity will receive £3.50, funding their vital work with families who have a child with a life threatening or terminal illness.
Since the recycling scheme started in 2006, nearly 3,500 phones have been sent to Rainbow Trust raising over £12,000. This money will enable the charity to provide practical and emotional support, 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, to those who are struggling to cope.
Rainbow Trust Children’s Charity is a national charity that provides practical and emotional support to families who have a seriously ill child. The charity does this in two ways; Family Support Workers provide non-medical 24 hour care in a family's own home by helping out with practical chores and offering a shoulder to cry on when things get tough. Families can also spend quality time together at the charity’s two respite homes in Surrey and Northumberland and enjoy a much needed break where all the daily practicalities are taken care of.

“We’re delighted by the response from the mobile phone recycling scheme so far. It just shows that there are hundreds of old mobiles out there, just waiting to be converted into cash! If you have a spare five minutes, have a hunt around and then call us for a freepost envelope – Your old phone will help us to continue providing a vital lifeline to our families.”
