While parents struggled with the practicalities of keeping a home together as well as coping with their own emotions, Bernadette saw that these families were in urgent need of help and Rainbow Trust was born.

Today Rainbow Trust is a national charity that helps families through their seven care teams across the country. Family Support Workers provide non-medical 24 hour care in a family's own home by helping out with practical chores and offering a shoulder to cry on when things get tough.
