The charity does this in two ways; Family Support Workers can provide non-medical 24 hour care in a family's own home by helping out with daily household tasks as well as providing emotional support. 
Families can also spend time at the charity’s respite home in Northumberland where they can enjoy a much needed break, where all daily practicalities are taken care of, allowing them to just spend quality time together as a family, having fun.

Having visited their respite home in Hexham, I can see just how important Rainbow’s services are to the families that need them.
